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CLS304 — Bacteriology and Mycology = )
Bacteriology and Mycology CLS 304 course covers the field of medical bacteriology and medical
mycology. The students are exposed to variety of microorganisms that are present as normal flora
in the human body and how opportunistic pathogens establish an infection. The practical sessions
of the course cover the laboratory diagnosis of medically important bacteria where the students
process bacterial specimens and run the relevant tests to achieve accurate diagnosis.

CLS301 - Immunology and Serology =Y
Immunology and Serology is a course that explains the human immune system, its
functions, and disorders. The course discusses the anatomy of immune organs and cells and
the basis of interaction between antibodies and antigens. It also covers the aspects of
immunological techniques. The course will explain the principles of antigen — antibody
interactions, basic immunoassays, while defining diagnostic procedures and the importance
of interpreting patient results using immunological and serological methods that will
differentiate between many immune dysfunctions (disorders).

CLS201 — Laboratory practice and instrumentation 3
This course is designed to introduce students to different laboratory instruments and the principle
of routine laboratory practice in clinical laboratories. In addition, the course will help students to
recognize sources of errors during the routine use of laboratory instruments, performing routine
maintenance and troubleshooting.
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
